
GWISG YSGOL Y MOELWYN AC YMDDANGOSIAD 

Medi 2020 – Gorffennaf 2021 

Disgwylir i ddisgyblion wisgo gwisg swyddogol yr ysgol bob amser heblaw am gyfnodau penodol pan 

maent yn cael caniatad arbennig gan y Pennaeth i ddod hebddi. Rhaid i’r wisg fod yn weddus ac yn 

daclus ar bob achlysur. 

Gwallt: Dylai gwallt pob disgybl fod yn daclus ac yn ddiogel. Ni ddylid lliwio gwallt mewn lliwiau 

afresymol ac annaturiol – os yn ansicr dylid cysylltu a’r ysgol bob tro (cyn newid lliw y gwallt!) Ni ddylid 

eillio gwallt yn rhy fyr (awgrymir dim byrrach na gradd 3) ac ni ddylid gwneud eillio siapiau mewn 

gwallt. 

Ewinedd: Ni ddylid defnyddio farnais ewinedd, gemwaith ar ewinedd nac ewinedd ffug. 

Gemwaith: Gall gwisgo gemwaith neu dlysau fod yn beryglus. Ni chaniateir unrhyw fath o dlysau 

corf, clust na wyneb na gemwaith. Ceir un eithriad: Caniateir un pâr o glustdlysau bychain (studs) ym 

mlwyddyn 11 yn unig ar waelod y glust – un ym mhob clust. 

Gall yr ysgol ofyn i ddisgybl dynnu eitemau gan ddefyddio’r hawl i gadw gemwaith am gyfnod 

rhesymol. Awgrymir fod rhieni yn trefnu i ddisgyblion sy’n bwriadu tyllu eu clustiau wneud hynny ar 

ddechrau gwyliau’r haf er mwyn osgoi problemau I’r disgyblion hynny pan fydd y tymor ysgol yn 

ailddechrau yn Medi. Rhaid i bob disgybl allu tynnu unrhyw dlysau allan erbyn 1 Medi pob blwyddyn. 

Trywsys: Trywsys du plaen, dim defnydd jeans. Ni ddylid cael addurniadau na studs na labeli. Ni 

ddylai trywsys fod yn dynn. Ni ddylid cael zipiau amlwg arnynt. 

Esgidiau: Caniateir esgidiau du plaen yn unig heb unrhyw farciau lliw. Ni chaniateir esgid gyda logo 

/ ysgrifen / patrwm lliw na byclau nac unrhyw fath o boots (e.e. Uggs). Ni chaniateir trainers. 

Cotiau: Caniateir gwisgo cotiau di-logo tywyll. 

Sgert: Sgert ddu ( dim uwch na’r penglin) sydd ddim yn dynn gyda theits du. 

Sanau a teits: Sanau unlliw plaen du, llwyd neu wyn. Teits lliw du. 

Blwyddyn 7, 8, 9: Siwmper V neck swyddogol yr ysgol, tei swyddogol yr ysgol a chrys / blows gwyn 

plaen, cotwm neu polyester / cotwm. 

Blwyddyn 10 ac 11: Crys chwys swyddogol yr ysgol a chrys polo swyddogol yr ysgol. Os yw 

disgyblion yn dewis gwisgo blows/crys gwyn cyffredin, rhaid gwisgo tei swyddogol hefyd. 

Lliwiau’r ysgol ydy nefi ac aur. Dylai rhieni wneud yn siwr fod pob eitem o ddillad wedi eu marcio yn 

glir ag enw disgybl. Disgwylir i ddisgyblion wisgo ffedog yn y gwersi arlwyo. Ni chaniateir defnyddiau 

eraill e.e sidan, les, defnydd “see through” a.y.yb. 

Yn ystod tymor yr haf, caniateir i’r disgyblion beidio a gwisgo siwmper ysgol (Bl. 7,8,9) neu grys chwys 

ysgol (Bl.10,11) Yn ystod y cyfnod hwn caiff disgyblion ddewis gwisgo blows/crys gwyn a thei 

swyddogol neu grys polo swyddogol gwyn heb dei. 

Addysg Gorfforol: Am resymau iechyd disgwylir I bob disgybl newid cyn y gwersi Addysg Gorfforol 

neu chwaraeon. Rhaid gwisgo trainers addas, siorts du plaen, crys polo piws swyddogol yr ysgol 

(merched), crys polo nefi swyddogol yr ysgol (bechgyn), crys chwys ysgol ar gyfer tywydd oer, sanau 

pwrpasol gwyn. 



YSGOL Y MOELWYN SCHOOL UNIFORM AND PUPIL APPEARANCE  

September 2020 – July 2021 

All pupils are expected to wear the official school uniform at all times unless they have received 

permission to do otherwise from the Head teacher. Pupils are always expected to dress neatly and 

tastefully. 

Hair: Hair should be safe and neat. Hair should not be coloured in unreasonable or unnatural colours- 

if uncertain please contact the school for advice (before changing hair colour!). Hair should not be 

shaved too short (no shorter than grade 3 please) and no shapes should be shaved in the hair. 

Nails: Varnish, jewellery on nails or false nails should not be used.  

Jewellery: Wearing jewellery at school can be dangerous. Body or ear or face jewellery of any kind is 

not allowed. There is one exception: Year 11 pupils are permitted to wear one pair of small studs on 

the bottom of the ear lobes-one in each ear.  

The school will expect pupils to remove jewellery items and will keep jewellery items for a reasonable 

period. It is suggested that parents arrange for pupils who intend to pierce their ears to do so a the 

beginning of the school vacation in order to avoid problems when the school term restarts in 

September. All pupils must be able to remove all jewellery by 1 September.  

Trousers: Plain, black trousers with no jeans material. Decorations or studs or labels are not 

permitted. Trousers should not be tight. Trousers with pocket zips should not be worn. 

Shoes: Black, plain shoes without any coloured markings. Shoes with logo, writing, buckles or 

coloured pattern or any kind of boots (e.e Uggs) are not permitted. Trainers are not permitted.  

Coats: Only dark coloured coats without logos are permitted. 

Skirt: Black skirt (not higher than the knee) with black tights. Skirt should not be tight fitting. 

Socks and tights: Plain black, grey or white socks. Black nylon tights. 

Year 7, 8, 9: Official school V neck jumper, official school tie and a plain white cotton or polyester shirt 

/ blouse 

Year 10 and 11: Official school sweatshirt and the official school polo shirt. If pupils opt to wear an 

ordinary white blouse / shirt, they should also wear an official school tie. 

The school colours are gold and navy. Parents should ensure that all items of clothing are clearly 

marked with the pupil’s name. Pupils are also expected to wear an apron for the catering lessons. 

Other materials (e.g. satin, silk, lace or see-through material) are not allowed. 

During the Summer Term, pupils are permitted not to wear a school jumper (Years 7, 8, 9) or a school 

sweat shirt (Year 10, 11). During this period the pupils are permitted to wear a white blouse / shirt 

together with a school tie or a white school polo shirt without a tie. 

Physical Education: For health reasons all pupils are expected to change prior to their Physical 

Education lessons or games. All pupils are expected to wear suitable trainers, black, plain shorts, 

official school purple polo shirts (girls), official school navy polo shirt (boys), official school sweatshirt 

for cold weather, suitable white socks.
